___Action!  All disciples were called and used by God in prayer and witness.  It is time to step out.   One of the basic concepts of mentoring involves a 3-fold process:

· Watch Me and Learn

· Work with Me and Learn

· Work alone and I’ll watch

Jesus did this with his disciples.  They watched him cast out devils, heal sick folk, preach the word; then he worked alongside of them as they all cast out devils, healed sick fold, and preached the word; finally he sent them out in the power of the Spirit overseeing what they did but they prayed for people, brought salvation to people, and changed the world through his Spirit working in their lives.    

Our goal here is to put into practice the things we have learned.  During this quadrant we will move beyond discussion to demonstration of the Spirit and Power.  We will use our discussion time to act and teach as we act, learn as we do.  Its at this stage that we are going to learn: (a) how to act on the voice of God; (b) pray for people and see miracles; (c) share faith and hope with others; (d) move into our place of destroying the works of the devil.
