Write a paper explaining the following.  This paper will serve as a final reflection on this past year:

1. Statement of Faith (your theology).  What do you believe?  What is central to your faith?  What is theology to you?  Who is God?

2. Statement of Practice.  How is this belief reflected in your practice and lifestyle?  What is central to being a disciple?

3. What is God calling you to in your life?  How does God speak to you?  

A big question that follows is “Where to from here?”  In the following paragraphs I will answer that for you as best as I can.

First, next week we will wrap it up by revisiting the comprehensive assessment measurement tool that we took at the beginning of the journey.  You will need to download the assessment and come back to class with as much of it answered as possible.  In our final discussion group we will cover the assessment tool.

Second, begin spending some time in prayer and asking the Lord to lead you to someone so that you can disciple them into a relationship with Jesus Christ.  List some names that come to mind.  Then step out (in faith) and ask them 1-3 others if they would be willing to join with you in this journey.  The apprenticeship isn’t complete until you have discipled someone. This is all that Jesus asked us to do.  “Go make disciples.”  Now you are ready to begin the task of helping others find their way in the journey.  You don’t need to know everything.  You don’t have to have all the answers, or be perfect in your own life, just have faith and be ‘baby-stepping’ with Jesus.  

Third,  A Talmidim2 is in the works.  This journey will be one year of verse by verse discussions through Johannine Literature (John, 1,2,3, John and Revelation).  We will get commentaries and study these books over the course of a year.    How this will differ from what we did is that we will submerge ourselves into one or two chapters of the Bible each week instead of entire books.  This will help us to learn a little about Greek, history, the writers and the content of each book.

Finally, the hope is that your understanding of God has opened up just a little and that you understand what a disciples is and that by uncovering both of these relationships you are ready to begin your journey.

Remember the journey into following and discovering God requires the stuff of life as ingredients for this unveiling: trials, misunderstandings, celebrations and triumphs, questions from your children, the political issues and environmental concerns, emotional weights, adventurous risks, work, home, play, need I say more?

Tomorrow when your day greets you it will be packaged and ready, full of all the necessary ingredients for your journey as a disciple to continue.  Follow Jesus.
